There is a popular wise saying that cautions useiteember our
bad times when we are high, and our happy timeshwhe are
low. The Chinese have their 'Yin and Yang,' thehtlig and
shadows, and we normally think in terms of oppasifus and
minus, positive and negative, good and bad, rigdtwrong. Also,
life seems to be a process where contradictions giay to each
other, so that rain comes after sun, darkness liftay death after
life. Even our Church liturgy is replete with sugpposites: during
the happy season of Christmas, we are not suppdssé sight of
the sorrow of Lent, and vice versa.

As we approach the last days of the Liturgitedr, the Church
points our attention to the end times. We see ltieenating course
of glory and tribulation. One should know how toityar else one
will not see the "Son of Man coming in the cloud$lie New
Testament reference to this vision of the cominghaf Son of
Man, deliberately connects us to the Old Testarpemphecy, and
specifically to the prophet Daniel. The presentngoito the end
times, when the harvest will be ripe, and the weleall finally be
safely separated from the grain, the goats fromstieep. This is
the day of reckoning, the hour when justice shalhiade perfect.

This is the lesson of the fig tree, "When btanch becomes
tender and sprouts leaves, you know that summegas"” It shall
not be all winter; one day summer will come. Thiswhy we
should persist in doing good. Never get weary @ihg what is
right,” says Paul to the Galatians and Thessalsni&ven in
almost impossible moments, it is wise not to relaxk guard. Even
if we do not know "the hour," we need to believasmessly that
one day it will come, like a thief in the night. diit is good to be
ready at all times, so that we will not miss thed,ahe "Son of
Man coming in the clouds."

3. Watch Your Expectations.

Sometimes, people have unrealistic expectationshaft a priest
“should be” or “should do.” They want Father to peesent at
every parish function, every community event, amerg time

someone has a question, concern, or special néetnportant to
remember that priests are people, too, with theesamnmal human
limits. Just as you need a day or two off everykyse does your
priest. In fact, studies have shown that time efimportant for
priests, to help them maintain both their spiritt@dus and their
energy levels. Accept your priest for the uniquaspe he is.
Priests come in all shapes, sizes, ages, and pditgontyles:

introverts and extroverts; mild-mannered and quérkpered,;
serious and witty. Each priest has his own prefegsnand
peculiarities as well, so let him be himself, witis own gifts and
talents. Each priest will minister in his own waltust God to
work through your priest to meet the needs of thgsp, and let
him know that you support him. If you have the iépito make

your priest laugh — do it! A good laugh goes a lovay toward

relieving any stress he may be feeling.
